Winter Returning Catholics program begins on Tuesday,
January 5, 2010 and runs for six consecutive Tuesday
evenings.  All programs will be held in the Parish office
library adjacent to the church at 650 A. Avenue, Lake
Oswego.  They will begin at 7 PM and conclude at 8:30 PM.
Light refreshments will be served.

This outreach program is specifically designed to reach out to inactive Catholics who
wish to inquire about returning to the Catholic Church after an extended absence.  Each
meeting is conducted by “returned” Catholics eager to offer encouragement and
education to interested attendees.  There are a lot of good reasons for being a Catholic,
remaining a Catholic, or returning to the Catholic Church.  We will explore these
reasons.  Come to learn and grow in your faith.

Topics of the six meetings will include Vatican II and the Church today, forming a
Catholic conscience and morality, the Sacrament of Reconciliation and the examination
of conscience, and why Catholics leave and return to the Church and the Mass.  A
question and answer segment is part of each weekly meeting.

All non-practicing Catholics interested in reconnecting with their faith are encouraged
to consider attending Catholics Returning Home.  There is no cost or obligation to
return to the Catholic Church.  If you were raised Catholic and now feel separated from
the Church, you are invited to consider renewing your relationship with the Catholic
Church.
