Over the years I have experienced God’s action in my life 
on a daily basis. The more I discover our Catholic faith as 
an adult, the more I recognize God’s involvement and am 
equipped to cooperate with God’s grace. This has truly been 
a blessing in my life. 

Each year, our Faith Formation Team offers a variety of  
options for you to explore and go deeper in your faith, 
including our adult retreats, small faith sharing groups, and 
annual gift books in addition to other singular programs. In 
recent years, we have increased and grown our weekly and 
in-depth opportunities. I would like to bring two of  them to 
your attention.

This fall, our Focus on Faith 
Sunday morning offerings 
(10:20 each Sunday) will 
include a little something 
for everyone. To kick-off  the 
season, on Sunday, September 
8, Fr. John Kerns will present 
his very popular tour and explanation of  OLL’s stained-
glass windows. Then on Sundays, September 15 and 22, 
our new Parochial Vicar, Fr. Suresh Amalraj, will offer a 
two-part series on the Catholic Church’s approach to other 
faiths and the Vatican II declaration, Nostra Aetate, which 
was the focus of  his doctoral studies in India. 

We will have regular options for parents to learn while their 
children are attending our Life Kids and EDGE programs 
including a three-part series by Patricia Mackie, LPC. 
Patricia’s previous sessions were well received so we’re 
delighted to have her return. We will also offer our annual 

parent sessions for First Reconciliation families featuring 
Fr. John Kerns, and sessions on Celebrating Advent as a 
Family, and Living Sustainably.

Additional Focus on Faith sessions include presentations 
on The Rosary, Saints, Understanding the Immaculate 
Conception, Exploring the Liturgical Seasons, Planning a 
Catholic Funeral, Stories and Rites of  Christian Initiation, 
and other Catholic Life and Health topics in addition to 
our weekly in-depth scripture video series with Dr. Brant 
Petri. Watch the website (ollparish.com/fof) and bulletin 
for more listings.

Our second area of  focus has been to grow our Explore 
Your Faith Programs. These multi-part series include 
Bible Studies, Church History, and Catholic Biblical 
Foundations programs. New Pastoral Council member, 
Mary Beth Horton, has taken the lead in coordinating and 
expanding these engaging Faith Formation opportunities.

Liturgy, Music, & Prayer

Daily Mass Time Change Begins in September
Beginning Labor Day, September 2, the start time for 8:15 AM Daily Mass will change 
to 8:30 AM on Mondays through Saturdays. Mass will continue to be offered on 
Tuesday through Thursday at 6:30 AM, with Parish Morning Prayer on Monday and 
Friday at 6:30 AM. This change is the result of  consultation with our school leaders 
and pastoral staff. 

Safety. It has long been a safety concern of  mine that we have people coming to 8:15 
daily Mass – some who are elderly with canes and walkers – at the same time we have 
parents driving on and off  the property delivering the school children (8–8:10 AM). 
Adjusting the Mass schedule a little later allows for the drivers to be finished before 
most people need to arrive and involves fewer people.

Schedule. The school has Mass once a week on Wednesdays. Mass used to be held 
in the late morning at 11 AM and more recently early afternoon at 1 PM. Both times 
were problematic for the school schedule. We believe starting the day with Mass will 
work better into the school schedule. Besides, the children may be more alert at that 
earlier time, as opposed to later in the afternoon.

Funerals and Special Masses. Currently, mid-day school Masses limit the days avail-
able for scheduling funerals, usually held at 11:00 AM. Having students attend the 
8:30 Mass allows for that flexibility. In fact, it also allows more opportunity for Fr. 
Suresh and I to schedule special Masses, such as at nursing homes.

Seating at Mass: One thing that will be the biggest change for the regular Mass attend-
ees is that during the school year the students will take up all the center pews and East 
transept of  the church. Parents and other adults will be invited to sit toward the back 
of  the church, or in the West transept (by the Blessed Virgin altar). This will take some 
getting used to, but it will also be a gift to be able to celebrate Mass with the children.

As with any change, there will be some adjustments, but with patience and constructive 
input from everyone, I believe this will meet a practical need and be another way to help 
foster the faith in the next generation. Thanks for your patience and understanding.

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Should AborƟ on Be Legal In Cases of Rape 
and Incest? 

This is a common challenge asked of  the pro-life 
community that exploits our compassion and 
empathy for rape victims. 

“I, having lived through rape, and also having 
raised a child ‘conceived in rape’, feel personally 
assaulted and insulted every time I hear that abor-
tion should be legal because of  rape and incest. I 
feel that we’re being used to further the abortion 
issue, even though we’ve not been asked to tell our 
side of  the story.”  Kathleen DeZeeuw, the mother 
of  a child conceived in rape. (1)  

A rape victim becoming pregnant—what situation 
could be more emotionally charged than that?

Even among those who are pro-life, some indi-
viduals are tempted to condone aborting children 
conceived from rape out of  a natural empathy for 
the rape victim. Rape is an evil act. Since pregnancy 
from rape can seem to compound and prolong the 
victim’s anguish, some believe that abortion will 
permit the rape victim to begin healing earlier.

Abortion advocates exploit this compassion, point-
ing endlessly to the “need” for abortion in the 
case of  pregnancy from rape. Because abortion is 
already legal for any reason, their real purpose is to 

marginalize and malign those who are consistent 
in their pro-life beliefs—by characterizing them as 
insensitive and rigid. But this rhetoric perpetuates 
falsehoods that can further harm pregnant rape 
victims.

As a primary care physician and a former counselor 
for sexual assault victims, I have found that those 
who see abortion as the inevitable or best response 
in these cases are often uninformed. They are misled 
by destructive and dehumanizing stereotypes about 
rape, about victims of  rape and about the outcome 
of  rape-related pregnancy. Biases and stereotyping 
contribute to further traumatizing victims of  rape. 
Each of  us can help rape victims choose life.

The loving support of  family, friends and counselors 
can make a huge difference. Sandra Mahkorn, 
MD, MPH, MS is a family physician and former 
counselor for sexual assault victims. She has a di-
verse professional background that includes patient 
practice, healthcare administration, public health 
and public policy. (2)

“My son is the product of  rape, and he is the excep-
tion to the rule, as they say. Multitudes of  women 
in my situation have had abortions, giving differ-
ent reasons for their choice. But that child is still 
a child, no matter how he or she was conceived. I 
certainly did not choose to be raped and definitely 

did not choose to become pregnant. No more did 
my child ask to be conceived. I had no right to 
take his life because of  the horrible situation that 
happened to me.

The thought that he would bear the same genes of  
my rapist was one of  the questions that continue 
to linger at my soul during my pregnancy. Was I 
going to birth another rapist? Was I doing more 
harm than good with giving him life? My own son’s 
gentle spirit and thoughtfulness of  others confirms 
that there is not a “rapist gene.” When I look into 
my son’s eyes, I only have love and have only loved 
him since he was laid on my chest after birthing 
him.” Rebekah Berg (1)
