Giving Help and Hope, One Person at a Time
In October, the Portland Council of  the Society of  St. 
Vincent de Paul marked its 150th anniversary. The Council 
was founded in the spirit of  justice and charity. Forty-nine 
Conferences (parishes) comprise the Portland Council. The 
oldest Conference is St. Mary’s Cathedral. The Cathedral 
began serving those living in poverty in 1869. 
Currently, over 328,000 individuals are being 
helped “one on one” by area conferences.

The second oldest St. Vincent de Paul 
Conference in northwest Oregon is 
Our Lady of  the Lake parish, which 
began in 1890. Our ministry exists 
to promote the mission of  the St. 
Vincent de Paul Society. Volunteers 
serve the less fortunate “with love 
and dignity, without judgement or 
discrimination. They lend assistance 
to those lacking the basic necessities 
of  life, offering a hand up rather than 
a handout.”

“Avoiding homelessness and keeping 
people in their homes is our goal,” relates Lynn 
Strand, OLL Ministry president. “Many people are one 
paycheck away from eviction. We have close contacts with 
the local utilities that assist us.” There are two volunteers 
on call each week to assess need and to refer clients to the 
Portland Council where the hands-on work is done. 

The OLL Conference reaches out with assistance to parishes 
across I-5 and the Willamette River. St. Anthony’s Parish in 
Tigard as well as parishes in Milwaukie receive assistance. 
All those seeking assistance are helped on a personal level, 
one volunteer aiding one client.

Thanksgiving Food Box Program

This year, for the first time, OLL will partner with 
Resurrection Catholic Parish in Tualatin to assemble 
Thanksgiving dinner food boxes. Resurrection has offered 

this program for 14 years. “They have a well-established 
plan and many families that offer to make boxes 

each year. Our Lady of  the Lake will put the 
boxes together like Resurrection this year 

and would like at least 100 families to 
participate,” said Lynn.

Thanksgiving box contents are 
flexible, unlike the “must have” 
list for the annual Christmas 
box program. Parishioners are 
encouraged to “be creative and to 
be festive; to seize the holiday spirit” 

according to Lynn and“enclosing 
a card is always a great touch.” A 

list of  “suggested” non-perishable 
items accompanies the boxes along with 

detailed instructions. 

Thanksgiving Food Boxes will be available to pick 
up the weekend of  November 16. Filled boxes must be 
returned the following weekend. For further information, 
please contact program director Katrina Manou at 408-761-
5619.

OLL Ministry President Lynn Strand encourages everyone 
to get involved with this important event.

Liturgy, Music, and Prayer

PresentaƟ on of the Blessed Virgin Mary
This week, on Thursday, November 21, we celebrate the Presentation of  the Blessed 
Virgin Mary – first celebrated in Jerusalem in the sixth century. A church was built 
there in honor of  this mystery. The Eastern Church was more interested in the feast, 
but it does appear in the West in the 11th century. Although the feast at times disap-
peared from the calendar, in the 16th century it became a feast of  the universal Church.

As with Mary’s birth, we read of  Mary’s presentation in the temple only in apocryphal 
literature. In what is recognized as an unhistorical account, the Protoevangelium of  James 
tells us that Anna and Joachim offered Mary to God in the Temple when she was 3 
years old. This was to carry out a promise made to God when Anna was still childless.

Though it cannot be proven historically, Mary’s presentation in the temple has an 
important theological purpose. It continues the impact of  the feasts of  the Immaculate 
Conception, which we will celebrate next month on December 9th (since the 8th is the 
Second Sunday of  Advent) and of  the birth of  Mary, celebrated annually on September 
8th. The feast emphasizes that the holiness conferred on Mary from the beginning of  
her life on earth continued through her early childhood and beyond.

From the beginning of  her life, Mary – whom we honor as Our Lady of  the Lake – 
was dedicated to God. She herself  became a greater temple than any made by hands. 
God came to dwell in her in a marvelous manner and sanctified her for her unique 
role in God’s saving work. At the same time, the magnificence of  Mary enriches her 
children. They—we—too are temples of  God and sanctified in order that we might 
enjoy and share in God’s saving work.

Consider taking time this Thursday to pray a rosary in honor of  Mary’s presentation, 
and for the well-being of  our parish and all our parishioners.

OLL School: Pumpkins in Third Grade
In the month of  October, third grade students completed pumpkin related activi-
ties, including a pretend scenario where the irrigation pipeline of  a pumpkin patch 
broke. In the scenario, the third grade class was asked to develop a prototype of  
some kind of  mechanism that could transport water from one place to another. 
They had a budget to work with, and items were limited for the construction of  
this prototype. They had to use the design process and background knowledge 
to create a pipeline that was free-standing, could transport enough water, and 
could transport that water a certain distance. There were many successful itera-
tions. Some groups, in order to improve upon their designs, felt that they needed 
to enlist the help of  an investor based on the work they had already done. If  
granted, that allowed them a few more materials for their projects. Because of  
these innovations, the pumpkin patch was saved!

The students also created Pumpkin Book Projects. They had to find a “just-right” 
book and read it. They had to turn a pumpkin into a character in the book they 
chose to read. They also had to complete a packet about the book. They deter-
mined what traits the character had and demonstrated evidence that led them to that understanding. They created notecards to 
use as they presented to each other and the first and second grade classes.

End of Life: With every Hail Mary that we pray, we ask our Holy 
Mother to intercede for us “now and at the hour of  our death.” 
Today, there is a growing desire to control the timing of  death, 
rather than entrusting this sacred hour to God and His loving plan 
for us. St. John Paul II tells us that “what really happens in this case 
is that the individual is overcome and crushed by a death deprived 
of  any prospect of  meaning or hope” (Evangelium vitae, 15). While 
those nearing the end of  life may experience feelings of  fear and 
anxiety, God’s grace abounds in these final moments of  life. We 
are called to accompany those preparing to enter eternal life, recall-
ing that Christ has walked this path before us and remains with us 
always! Psalm 23 tells us, “Even though I walk through the valley of  
the shadow of  death, I will fear no evil, for you are with me; your rod and 
your staff  comfort me.” Christ, the Good Shepherd, never abandons 
us, walking with us through death and into eternal life with Him. 
As St. Ambrose said at the funeral for his own brother, “Death is, 
then, no cause for mourning, for it is the cause of  mankind’s salvation” 
(Spe salvi, 10). May we recall these words as we accompany loved 
ones nearing the end of  their lives.

As our bishops teach, “Respect for life does not demand that we attempt 
to prolong life by using medical treatments that are ineffective or unduly 
burdensome.” At the same time, intentionally hastening death—
whether through drugs or deliberate neglect of  basic care—offends 
our God-given dignity and is never morally permissible.”There 

are many ways to tenderly care for a loved one approaching the 
transition from this life to the next.
