First Sunday of Advent

Be strong, fear not! Let us walk in the light of the Lord.

‘What troubles you in life? Are you worried
about family finances, health issues, work
situations, or civic affairs? Are you con-
cerned about recent fires and floods, our cli-
mate, gun violence and mass shootings, wars
around the world, refugees, the homeless in
our local community, misdeeds by famous
persons, and worse — by Catholic priests
and bishops? Do you feel powerless to effect
change, protect your loved ones from harm,
make a difference in any of these situations?
Welcome to life going on 2020.

Our Advent and Christmas theme this year
— Be strong. Fear not. Let us walk in the light of
the Lord. — reflects our hope-filled response
to life’s anxieties and many more that could
be named by young people fearing for their future. How
does our belief in Christ’s presence and promise affect our
attitudes and actions, our way of living and loving?

Today we begin the season of Advent — a liturgical time of
waiting. We know that Our Lord has already come to us in
history as Jesus of Nazareth. He lived among us, taught us,
suffered and died for us, was raised by the Father, and now
invites us to follow as disciples. So how do disciples of Our
Lord, Jesus Christ live differently, patiently in a culture that
is fast-paced, and expects instant solutions and next-day de-
livery? Not easy.

Turn Swords into Plowshares.

Our scriptures on this First Sunday of Advent offer imme-
diate perspective. In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah
implores Israel to walk in the light of the Lord, reminding us
as well that the Lord will impose terms on the nations to

beat their swords into plowshares and not train
for war. REFLECT: what swords of resent-
ment do I carry against other people in my
life? How can I till the soil of reconciliation
and healing?

Throw Off the Works of Darkness.

.| In St. Paul’s letter to the Romans, he urges
them — and us — to throw off the works of dark-
ness and put on the armor of light — Jesus Christ.
His message is a potent reminder that it is
easy to be consumed by our physical desires
and medicate or mask our fears and anxi-
eties by overusing alcohol, over-eating or
working, or verbally hurting other persons
in our lives. REFLECT: what bad habits
could I work on in the next four weeks that could make my
life healthier and my family more peaceful?

Stay Awake.

In the Gospel recorded by St. Matthew, Jesus warns his dis-
ciples that these times will feel like the days of Noah before
the flood. Yes, we can feel overwhelmed by the concerns
for our world, our country, our Church, family or neighbor-
hood. But we must stay awake and be prepared, for the Son of
Man will come. REFLECT: what prayer or spiritual practice
can I take on this Advent to help me prepare my heart, soul
and mind to welcome my Lord into my life? Could I com-
mit to ten minutes of prayer and reflection each morning or
evening? Could I make a daily Mass once a week? Could I
say a rosary during my daily commute? Could we offer an
Advent prayer each day as a family?

Advent Liturgy and Prayer

During Advent, our Entrance rite at weekend Masses will include singing an
Entrance chant, Be strong. Fear not. Let us walk in the light of the Lord, which
incorporates the Entrance antiphon for that Sunday as the Advent candle for that
week is processed and placed on the Advent wreath. We dim the lights increase
our focus on the coming of Christ renewed in our hearts and lives. As we continue
with the Penitential Act, the chant of the Lord, Have Mercy accompanies our
prayer and preparation. Finally, the lights return to full as we listen to the Advent
scriptures which emphasize the prophecies that foretold the Messiah.

A New Mass Setting for Advent

During Advent, we will once again sing the Belmont Mass — a very simple chant
melody for the Alleluia, Holy-Holy, Mystery of Faith, Amen, and Lamb of Godresponses
and acclamations we sing during the Mass. It has a prayerful, easy-to-sing style
that particularly suites the Advent season. We have been singing the Glory to God
from this musical setting this fall and will also sing it on Immaculate Conception
next week.

New Breaking Bread 2020 Hymnals

This week, the OLL 7® Graders and Life Teens helped exchange the Breaking
Bread hymnals to their 2020 edition. Some people have asked why we change
hymnals each year. Good question! Each year, OCP — the publisher of these
resources — includes a number of recently-composed hymns and songs written
by current composers, giving us new repertoire to incorporate into our Masses
alongside favorite hymns and songs from the recent and ancient past. The Holy
Spirit continues to inspire songwriters to reflect the signs of our times and give us
new melodies to accompany and refresh our prayer.
