Sunday within the Octave of the Nativity of the Lord: Feast of the
Holy Family

In this Liturgical year, today we celebrate the Feast of the Holy Family. Although
there are major feast days dedicated to each member of the Holy Family—Jesus,
Mary, and Joseph — the Feast of the Holy Family commemorates their life together,
and the celebration focuses on religious family life.

Scripture tells us practically nothing about the first years and the boyhood of
the Child Jesus. All we know are the facts of the sojourn in Egypt, the return
to Nazareth, and the incidents that occurred when the twelve-year-old boy
accompanied his parents to Jerusalem.

Because of the flight into Egypt, a feast for the Holy Family was observed by the
Eastern Church from early times. In Western Christianity, however, the Feast of
the Holy Family was first instituted in 1921. Originally celebrated on the Sunday
after Epiphany (January 6), the Feast of the Holy Family was moved to the Sunday
after Christmas in 1969, bringing it within the Christmas season.

January 1 is the “Christmas Octave”, eight days after our celebration of the Nativity
of the Lord. This year, January 1 falls on a Wednesday, and is a Holy Day of
Obligation for all Catholics. (We will have a vigil Mass on New Year’s Eve at 5
PM and one morning Mass on New Year’s Day at 9 AM.)
