Be St. John the Baptist

You brood of vipers!
Who warned you to flee from the coming wrath?

— John the Baptist to the Pharisees and Sadducees

One thing about St. John the Baptist is that he knows what his mis-
sion is. Furthermore, he has a clarity of vision of what is right for
the world, namely, repentance and conversion — and what is wrong
for the world, namely, sin and the abuse of spiritual authority. Where
did he get such chutzpah? I believe it is in being grounded in what
God desires of him.

It would not be my recommendation that we all speak so bluntly.
Each Christian has his or her own calling, and prudence dictates
that some situations call for gentle words, while others call for a very
direct approach. But either approach is for the purpose of speaking
the truth of what the world needs. Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and
the Life. We should all be grounded in that and proclaim that Truth.

One problem for us is that in our current social culture it seems like
speaking of absolute truths is verboten. The prevailing attitude is that
it is a social sin to be unambiguous about our beliefs, i.e., in our cul-
ture any truth is considered as good as another (which, by the way,

is illogical).

In today’s first reading we hear the listing of the “7 Gifts of the Holy i ' light- of the |ORD.

Spirit”: wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude, knowledge, piety, and
fear of the Lord (Isaiah 11:2-3; Catechism para. 1831). Our Church
teaches that these gifts are bestowed during the Sacrament of Confirmation. I wonder if any of us consciously thinks to
use them in order to understand the wisdom of God, to seek God’s counsel and — by the fortitude of grace - to act on the
knowledge God has given us.

Don't let these spiritual gifts be like an expensive and amazing tool or appliance which you purchase, but never take the time
to learn how to use; it sits on a shelf, dormant and wasted. I encourage you to reflect upon — and put into practice — the Gifts
of the Holy Spirit. In other words, be St. John the Baptist.

The Season of Advent

The Season of Advent is an opportunity for us as individuals, families, and as
a parish community to prayerfully reflect on how God accompanies us and is
present to us in our daily lives. We celebrate that incarnation on the great solemnity
of Christmas in just a few short weeks. Advent, then, isn’t a season of penance
(though we are encouraged to seek the Sacrament of Reconciliation) as much as
it is a season to simplify and focus — are we following Christ in our lives? Are we
paying attention to the right values and virtues? What changes in our lives would
help us re-focus on the things that matter most? How will we make room for Christ
to enter more deeply into our daily lives? Here’s a prayer that captures that focus:

Blood Pressure Screening: Today, Sunday, December 8. Blood pressures will be
taken in the Bride’s Room after the 7:30 and 9:00 AM Masses only.

December Health Notes: December is “Safe Toys and Gifts” month. December is the
biggest gift-giving month of the year. There are important safety points to remember
when shopping for children. Each year, over 255,000 toy-related injuries are treated in
hospital emergency rooms. Most injuries were to children under the age of 15.

Make sure to inspect the toys before buying them. Avoid ones with sharp edges, many
small parts or easily removed parts. Match the age/skill level on the box to the child
who will receive the toy. Make sure the toy has the ATSM (American Society for Testing
and Materials) label. Do not purchase roped or corded toys or crayons and markers not
labeled nontoxic.
