What Kind of Waiter Are You?
God is very good at waiting… we’re the ones who have 
trouble with it. There are those little waits: in traffic, at 
the check-out, at the doctor’s office. And the mid-sized 
waits like the test results or the year-end bonus check. 
And then there are the real long waits: for the teenager 
who just wants his parents to listen, for the business to 
turn around, for the deepest wounds to finally heal.

Waiting, waiting, waiting. Sometimes life can seem like 
our long, dark and dreary December days. It can wear us 
down and cause us to be impatient and downright angry. 
Waiting, even the shortest of  waits, is God’s invitation to 
take time to probe life deeper, to see more clearly who we 
are, where we’re really headed as opposed to where we 
think we’re headed.

God is pretty darn insistent that we break out of  the 
narrow vision we’ve set for ourselves, and break out of  
our narrow understanding of  what God has planned for 
our life.

Sometimes for that break-out to happen, the waiting has 
to go on a long time, and the not-knowing of  what will 
happen in the end can be very painful. The fact is that 
sometimes our own hearts have to get broken open, so 
that God can come in… so that the light of  Christ can 
enter our soul. It is in this light that we can “be strong, 
fear not”. 

This Advent season, we will encounter family & friends 
that have not slowed down to allow the light of  Christ to 
enter their lives. They may be in a dark or empty place 
in their spiritual journey… and are waiting for someone 
who will be a strong witness to our faith. Let us “fear 

not,” and invite and accompany them in the light of  the 
Lord at Christmas Mass. 

After all the waiting, the joyful message of  this Gaudete 
Sunday is… “There is a light that can overcome the darkness. 
There is no darkness, that overcome the light!”

Gaudete Sunday
The Third Sunday of  Advent takes its name from the Latin word Gaudete meaning 
“Rejoice,” the first word of  the introit of  this day’s Mass:

“Rejoice in the Lord always; again, I say, rejoice. Let your forbearance (patience) be known to 
all, for the Lord is near at hand; have no anxiety about anything, but in all things, by prayer 
and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be known to God.” - Philippians 4:4-5

As we light the rose-colored candle of  the Advent wreath and use these twice-a-
year vestments and altar coverings, we’re reminded of  our need for continued hope 
that God does not abandon his people. Whatever fear or trouble may be in our 
hearts this season, God is steadfast. So, must we have patient endurance through 
all life’s hardships.

Have you heard the bells?
Through the wonderful generosity of  several parishioners, we have a newly in-
stalled carillon to generate bell sounds and new speakers in our bell tower. The 
bells are incredibly authentic and were a joy to hear as we “premiered” them at 
the beginning of  the Thanksgiving Day Mass. The surprised faces, grateful smiles 
and spontaneous applause revealed our gratitude for the return of  Our Lady of  
the Lake’s bells which have been silent for several decades. Truly a time to rejoice 
on this Gaudete Sunday.

Currently, the bells will “call us to worship” at 5 minutes before each of  our weekend 
Masses. They will also toll the “Angelus” at Noon and 6:00 PM on each weekday. 
Next weekend, we will provide holy cards with the Angelus prayer and a short 
instruction on how to recite this ancient Catholic tradition for those unfamiliar 
with this devotion.
