Living our Faith in Small Groups: Options for Lent

Small groups allow us to experience and share our faith in
a closer and more familiar circle of friends who get to know
our life circumstances and support us on the journey. In
church, we are gathered for Mass to listen to the Word of
God which sustains us and to experience and receive the
Holy Eucharist which nourishes us. Small groups gather us
in community to share our real-life stories of

joy and struggle, where Christ meets us,
walks with us, and accompanies us
just as with the first disciples on
the road to Emmaus.

Our Pastoral Council has set

a strategic goal for our parish
to increase the number and type
of small groups that regularly
meet throughout the year to
share experiences of God,
faith and living as disciples.
Why small groups? All the
studies of successful and
dynamic parishes point to the ®
opportunity to gather in small
groups as a significant factor. Our
goal is to make “small groups” a bigger
part of the fabric of OLL Parish life.

Since we launched this effort last January,

a number of new small groups have begun in our
parish. We have found that the most successful groups
arise organically through personal relationships and direct
invitations. Joining an existing group is available through
our parish small group page, but you can also take the
initiative to form a group with friends or family and begin
