Jesus goes to the desert in today’s Gospel
to face those kinds of temptations
(Matthew 4:1-11). He is victorious.
‘With his grace, we can also become

successful in resisting temptation.

Jesus went to the desert to pray
and fast. After 40 days, he was

hungry and tempted by the Devil

in three ways.

Jesus is tempted by Bread.

That symbolizes our appetites

of food, drink, possessions,

sex, busyness, work, exercise;
anything which, while not at all
bad by itself, must be moderated
and should not become our main
life objective, or made to be more
important than God.

Prayer, fasting and almsgiving
are the hallmarks of this season.
This year our parish will focus
on almsgiving in the form of the 7
Corporal Works of Mercy: Feed the
Hungry, Give Drink to the Thirsty,
Shelter for the Homeless, Clothe for the
Naked, Visit the Sick, Visit the Imprisoned,
and Bury the Dead.

Jesus is tempted to test God. This
symbolizes the times we only call on God

when we need something fixed, and then
ignore him the rest of the time. Jesus is calling us to May your Lenten practices, especially almsgiving,
a new covenant, a real and consistent loving relationship ~ help you avoid temptation, and to deepen your love of Jesus.

To the Desert Follow Me: Lenten Music and Rituals

During the season of Lent, the music and acclamations used at Mass are more sub-
dued, penitential and reflective. The times of silence and the use of instrumental music
increase. We follow the principle of “progressive solemnity” which means that in the
course of the liturgical year there are times of great celebration and joyful sounds, but
there are also times when we step back from those heights to focus on our simple joy
in loving God, our neighbors and our call to discipleship.

To the Desert Follow Me — Our Entrance Song

We will use a new song from composer, Sarah Hart, 7o the Desert Follow Me, as our
Lenten Entrance song each week. It expresses our Lenten focus on the Corporal Works
of Mercy. In the figurative “desert” of prayer, fasting and almsgiving, we are better able
to focus on the things that matter. In our daily lives, when we are constantly “caught
up” with our personal agendas and needs, it is difficult to consider and respond to the
needs of our neighbors in need. Jesus makes it clear that “love of neighbor” is equally
important to fulfill the law of love, and to respond to his call to serve:

Return to me with all your heart; let go the world and come to me.
Rend your heart and not your clothes, for I am kind, my name is mercy.

The Introductory Rites

To further set our focus each week, the lights will be dimmed through the Introductory
Rites. The Cross and processional candles will lead the ministers into the church and
be placed in the sanctuary as we sing this song and refrain.

The Penitential Act

As in previous years, this Lent we will continue with an extended Penitential Act at
the beginning of Mass by kneeling for the recitation of the Confiteor followed by the
singing of the Kyrie Eleison (Lord, Have Mercy). These are simple rituals that remind us
of our need for God’s forgiveness and mercy.

Chanting the Mass Acclamations in Latin

Once again this year, we will sing the official Latin chants for the Eucharistic acclama-
tions. The simplicity and power of these chants also sets the tone for the Lenten season
and helps us focus on the Eucharist as the source and summit of our faith. They will
be printed each week on the inside of our Order of Worship so you can easily hold
them and follow along during that highpoint of the Mass.

A Time for Silence

Our recessional song during Lent will be played instrumentally. We encourage everyone
to depart the church after Mass in silence.
