
Each one of  us has received “the call” 
where we heard the words, “Your fa-
ther, mother, brother, sister, friend or pa-
rishioner was just diagnosed with a serious 
illness.” After shock, our next reaction 
might be to tell the person that we will 
keep them in our prayer. But is that 
enough?

Why don’t we often act on what we 
know we need to do… to contact and 
visit the person we dearly love. If  Je-
sus has called us to “Visit the Sick”, 
what’s holding us back? Here are a 
few reasons we might not visit the sick 
and dying.

We neglect it as a priority. All of  us 
are busy, and it’s a great excuse to 
get out of  just about anything. So, is 
busyness our reason for failing to visit 
those we love who are sick and dying? 

We dismiss it as our responsibil-
ity. Visiting the sick is the pastor’s 
responsibility; no, it’s the deacon’s; 
it’s the parish pastoral care minister’s 
responsibility. The real answer is we 
shouldn’t outsource our responsibil-
ity upon others since it is the “body of  
Christ” who is called to care for those 
who are suffering. 

We fail to see the true benefit. Some-
times we question the value of  visiting 

someone because we do not know if  
it will be fruitful. Will the person be 
there? Will they be coherent to talk? 
We question the value of  a visit, so we 
neglect it; when in actuality, it may be 
one of  the most fruitful ways to serve 
Christ’s church.

We avoid it because of fear. When it 
comes to visiting someone sick, suf-
fering or hurting, we may fear getting 
sick ourselves. We may fear facing the 
reality of  sickness and the possibility 
of  death (the person’s or our own). We 
may fear not knowing what to say or 
do. 

In reflecting on this work of  mercy, 
today’s Gospel invites us to journey 
up the mountain and humbly present 
ourselves in prayer with our heavenly 
Father. Let’s prayerfully examine our 
hearts and our daily schedule to make 
sure we are not neglecting Christ’s 
clear command to care for His people 
in their moments of  greatest need.

Our prayer is the fuel that transforms 
us to go down the mountain to our 
hectic lives, overcome our fears, so we 
may serve by “visiting the sick.”

Coronavirus PrecauƟ ons IniƟ ated
In response to the increased risks associated with the coronavirus Covid -19, the 
ongoing flu season – which actually affects more people immediately, and the recent 
memo, “Liturgical Celebrations and Public Health Concerns” from the United States 
Conference of  Catholic Bishops, the Archbishop and Archdiocesan Office of  Divine 
Worship recommend that all parishes temporarily cease the distribution of  the Pre-
cious Blood from the chalice. 

We adopted this practice during Holy Communion at Our Lady of  the Lake last 
weekend. Additionally, we ask that those attending Mass (or other parish events) 
refrain from shaking hands when greeting, holding hands for the Lord’s Prayer, and 
that we extend the Sign of  Peace with a simple bow instead of  a handshake or a hug. 

We have updated our Distribution procedures for Holy Communion and have noti-
fied all Sacristans, Mass Captains, and Extraordinary Ministers of  Holy Communion. 
All liturgical ministers should take precautions when performing their duties. And all 
parishioners should make use of  the hand sanitizers now present in multiple places 
in the church. 

Closures and CancellaƟ ons Policy
This is a developing situation and conditions will continue to change. We will post on 
our parish website whenever there are additional closures or cancellations of  programs 
or activities. Please see the parish policy on Inclement Weather and Event Closures 
for guidance at www.ollparish.com/closure-policy

RecommendaƟ ons from our Parish Health Ministry: 
• Cover mouth and nose with disposable tissue when sneezing or coughing. 
• Wash hands with soap and water frequently. (Ethanol products may not be 

sufficient.) 
• Avoid touching mouth and eyes. 
• Seek medical attention for significant symptoms including fever (oral temp 

higher than 100.4 F), persistent cough, chest pain or shortness of  breath out of  
proportion to activity. 

• Stay home from work, school or social activities when sick. 
• Wear a face mask with eye shield when caring for an infected patient. 

Finally, let’s continue to pray for all who are being affected by this outbreak and es-
pecially the medical personnel responding and researching.

March Health Notes: March is National Multiple Sclerosis (MS) Education and 
Awareness Month. MS is a chronic illness involving your central nervous system. The 
immune system attacks myelin, which is the protective layer around nerve fibers causing 
inflammation and scar tissue, or lesions, which may make it hard for your brain to send 
signals to the rest of  your body.

Symptoms vary widely from person to person. About 80% have fatigue, which may 
become debilitating. It may be difficult to walk. Other fairly common symptoms include 
chronic pain, tremor and cognitive issues involving concentration, memory and problem 
solving skills, numbness of  extremities and vision problems. See your doctor for a 
complete examination. MS is treated with a variety of  drug therapy, diet, and exercise.
