This year,
we will need to pray the liturgies of Holy Thursday, Good Friday and the Easter Vigil
online through livestreamed events or the recordings posted afterward.

Here is a livestream schedule of those services and Easter Sunday:

Holy Thursday — April 9. Mass of the Lord’s Supper at 7:00 PM. This night we give
thanks for the gift of the Eucharist instituted at the Last Supper. Due to Shelter in Place
restrictions, Adoration of Blessed Sacrament afterward will not take place.

Good Friday — April 10. Good Friday Service - Passion of the Lord at 7:00 PM. A
Stations of the Cross prerecorded video from OLL led by Fr. Kerns will be available to
view and pray throughout the day.

Easter Vigil— April 11. The Easter Vigil Service at 5:00 PM (note the earlier time). Please
pray for our Elect and the Candidates for Full Communion who will complete their
initiation at a later date to be determined.

Easter Sunday — April 12. Mass of the Lord’s Resurrection at 10:00 AM. We encourage
you to make Easter a special occasion - dress in your Easter clothes, gather with family,
and watch and pray with us — united as a parish family.

(frozen or refrigerated) from a store
(Costco, Safeway, etc.) or To-Go from
a restaurant of your choice. No home
cooked meals for safety reasons. Cost
to you: $10 to $20. Individual details
will be provided to volunteers.

Sack Lunches for the Homeless
Missions

You can sign up to donate the contents
of a sack lunch and the $4 it will cost
to purchase a sandwich (pre-made,
in original wrapper) from Safeway
or Subway. Sack Lunches can be
dropped off from your car at the curb
of the Parish Hall Sundays between
8:00 AM and 10:00 AM. Details will
be provided to volunteers.
